NO EXPERIENCE NECESSARY
This is the first certification in the PADI chain of qualifications.  This means that upon successful completion you will be able to dive to a maximum depth of 18 meters. This certification is valid all over the world. This course runs from Monday-Friday afternoons, plus a full day on Saturday, or it can be taken over two weekends. The course is a combination of theory, pool skills and open water dives. To gain this qualification the participant must be able to demonstrate specific skills underwater as well as pass a final theory test. Successful participants will need to complete 5 dives accompanied by 5 knowledge reviews. This can be taken over 1 weekend or 3 afternoon sessions. The Advanced Open Water Diver qualification certifies the diver to dive to the maximum depth of 30 meters.

It is, in fact, the first confined session and open water dive of the PADI Open Water Diver Course, so if you like it and decide to continue, you can credit your experience and cost to the course! The confined session takes place in one of the Fortina pools and the open water dive takes place on our house reef…nice and handy!  

This is an excellent chance to see whether scuba diving is something for you!
